Objective: To identify a viable research topic for a Systematic Review of Case Reports and structure it into a formal research question.

Step 1: The "Gap" Hunt Generation)
Choose one of the following strategies mentioned in the sources to find a potential research topic:
· The Recommendation Strategy: Find a primary research paper in a field you enjoy (e.g., Orthopedics or Neurology) and read the "Recommendations" or "Suggestions" section 
· The Rare Disease Strategy: Identify a rare syndrome or a congenital condition that occurs so infrequently (e.g., 300 cases worldwide) 
· The "Unexpected" Strategy: Search for cases involving "unexpected" results, such as a drug causing the very condition it was meant to treat (e.g., osteoporosis medication causing jaw bone loss).
Step 2: The Feasibility Check (PubMed Validation)
Once you have your topic, go to PubMed and perform a "Rough Search" to see if your idea is "doable". You must answer:
1. Are there enough primary studies? Use the "Case Report" filter. 
2. Has it been done before? Switch the filter to "Systematic Review." If a review exists, check the date. Is it older than 5–7 years? If so, you can propose an "Updated Systematic Review".
Step 3: The Framework Formulation (PICO/PEO)
Now, transform your idea into a formal research question. Decide whether your topic requires a PICO, PIO, or PEO framework.
· P (Population): Define the specific patients (e.g., "Patients with Retts Syndrome").
· I/E (Intervention/Exposure): What is being done to them or what happened to them? (e.g., "Surgical treatment" or "Electric shock").
· C (Comparison): If applicable, what are you comparing it to? (Note: In Case Reports, you often lack a comparison group, turning it into a PIO or PEO).
· O (Outcome): What is the result you are measuring? (e.g., "Recurrence rate" or "Eye injury").
Step 4: The Novelty Justification
Write a two-sentence "Pitch" for your study. You must justify its novelty by being never been discussed as a review before and  updated Review (adding new data published since the last review.
